1. Feature data (type of vegetation, water features, etc.)

2. Habitat and biologic communities information

3. Riparian corridor and wildlife habitat functions

Riparian features that offer food, shelter, 

cover, water and connected travel corridors.

Riparian Movement Corridor

Vegetation close to the stream that allows 

wood to fall into the stream channel, side-

channels, oxbows and off-channel 

wetlands, meander zones and intact 

streambank areas.

Large Wood and Channel 

Dynamics

Vegetation that overhands streams and 

wetlands that can provide falling leaves, 

logs, branches and vegetation in areas 

frequently flooded.

Food web

Springs, seeps, near-channel wetlands and 

topsoil that is not compacted, and flood-

storage areas.

Stream Flow and Flood 

Storage

Patches of tress and shrubs near water.Microclimate and Shade
