Å PDX terminal generates about 

nine tons of waste every day

Å About two tons of the total 

waste is recycled

Å The recycling rate has 

remained flat during recent 

years despite efforts

Å Historically waste costs were 

partially offset by rebates

Å Recent collapse in recyclables 

market severely impacted 

rebates

Å Recycling is still more cost 

effective than landfilling
